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The 2004 Guidelines on the Construction of Cultural Property Shelters or 
Conversion of Protective Shelters to Safely Store Cultural Property Must be 
taken into account

If necessary, consultation with the FOCP (Protection of Cultural Property 
Unit / Shelters Unit)

Before the preliminary project can be approved, the cultural institution must 
submit the following documents to the FOCP:

- Cantonal hazard map (Protection of Cultural Property Unit)
- Proof of goods to be stored (Protection of Cultural Property Unit)
- Declaration of intent that an emergency plan will be drawn up (Protection 
of Cultural Property Unit)
- Need / proof of increase in area (Protection of Cultural Property Unit)
- Blueprints (Shelters Unit)
- Report on the preliminary project with cost estimate (Shelters Unit)

The preliminary project is either approved by the corresponding cantonal 
office and the FOCP or rejected and sent back for revision

The definitive construction project is submitted and approved by the 
cantonal office and includes the following sub-projects:

- Overall management incl. equipment and furnishings
- Ventilation/heating
- Civil engineering
- Electrical installation

Summary of additional costs and project schedule

The ‘definitive construction project’ is approved by the canton and then 
submitted to the FOCP for approval. If the project is rejected, it is sent back 
for revision. 
At the same time, the FOCP decides on the amount of the subsidy to be 
awarded.

The cultural institution carries out the construction project.
Important: The FOCP must receive regular reports on construction 
progress.

The cultural property shelter is handed over to the FOCP for acceptance.
(Shelters Unit). If construction flaws are found, these must be remedied.

The cultural institution commissions the cultural property shelter and 
provides the FOCP (Shelters Unit), by this time at the latest, with the 
definitive emergency plan for the cultural property shelter.

The accounts are checked by the corresponding cantonal office and  
forwarded to the FOCP for approval. The FOCP (Shelters Unit) checks and 
approves the accounts.
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
